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What is Ash Wednesday and Lent? 

Ash Wednesday is celebrated seven weeks prior to Easter Sunday, 

and it is the first day of Lent. Lent is a season of forty days (not 

counting Sundays) that begins on Ash Wednesday and ends on the 

day before Easter (Holy Saturday). The forty days represent the time 

Jesus spent in the wilderness preparing for his ministry and enduring 

the temptation of Satan. Lent is a time of repentance, fasting, self-

examination, reflection, and preparation for Easter. Many Christians 

use Lent as a time to focus on their relationship with God, often 

choosing to give up something during that time. Others choose to 

complete special acts of service and/or worship during Lent. Sundays 

in Lent are not counted in the forty days since all Sundays are days to 

celebrate ChristΩs Resurrection, and Christians historically didnΩt do 

forms of penance on Sundays.
